The Environmental Land Management (ELM) program, made
up of Countryside Stewardship (CS) and the Sustainable
Farming Incentive (SFI) schemes, incentivise certain
production practices to promote environmental outcomes as
part of the food production system.

Changes in farming practices due to a variety of internal
and external pressures, has led to a fundamental change
to governmental farm funding, particularly in England, with
other countries considering changes.

As input costs have fluctuated and weather has become less
predictable and more extreme, there has been increased
interest in regenerative agriculture to improve on-farm
resilience. The principles of regenerative agriculture include
increasing biodiversity above and below ground, and
maintaining live roots in the soil for as much of the year as
possible, both of which Barenbrug UK can help with.
